Reciprocal visits between boats of |Flinders Yacht Club and Point Leo Boat Club were programmed a
back as the early 1980s.

1985.

While early organisation was very informal, an attempt was made in 1991 to formalise arrangements
Competition Conditions were agreed by both clubs. Eligibility and scoring were clarified, and stress
placed on maximum participation by sailors of all capabilities; the competition was not to be seen me
between the best sailors of each club. The Conditions were amended slightly over the succeeding y
mainly to reflect changes to RRS, and were amended quite significantly in 2002; one major change \
adopt the Bonus Points System of scoring as then detailed in RRS Appendix A in order to give some
emphasis to the higher places in large mixed fleets.

The Conditions specify that races will be held each year at both Flinders and Point Leo, but that in the
